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In order to help my students practice speaking English
and learn about foreign cultures, | started doing
holiday-themed English question games at the junior
high school. The students are divided into 3 teams
based on what grade they're in and over the period of
2-3 weeks, they compete to see which team can ask me
the most questions in English. Each student can ask me
one question per day outside of class time. After they
ask me a question, they can get a paper decoration from
me to color in and put on a scoreboard in the school
hallway. The team with the most decorations on the
scoreboard by the end of the game is the winner.

| have played this game three times with my students
so far, with the most recent one being a Christmas-themed
game in December. During that game, they asked me
over 400 questions in a period of two weeks! It was
great to see my students getting so excited about
speaking English. Being able to ask questions is an
important skill for conversing with others, so | hope that
participating in these games will help my students
become more comfortable with speaking in English.
